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From the Pastor for April 2nd 
 

We celebrate this Fifth Sunday of Lent with the story of the raising of Lazarus.  A lengthy story by St. John 

about the teaching of life, death and resurrection.  Who is the resurrection and the life?  Jesus, the Son 

of God who makes it known in this Gospel and in the story of the woman at the well and the man born 

blind, that he came to “do the works of the Father, who sent him,” to bring life and hope and redemp-

tion to all who desire that relationship. 

 

In the second reading, St Paul reassures the Romans of a future resurrection to a life of unending glory 

for all those who during their time on earth have been loyal to God and His Son Jesus.  This coming res-

urrection is won for us by the suffering, death and resurrection of Jesus.  Paul advises the Roman Chris-

tians, and us, to allow the Holy Spirit who dwells in them to renew and sanctify them, thus making them 

eligible for resurrection.   “If the Spirit of the one who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, the one 

who raised Christ from the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also, through his Spirit dwelling in 

you.”  

 

Walk through today’s Gospel slowly and you will see how the love of Christ takes the death of Lazarus 

and teaches us that death is not the end.  As one person said to me on his cancer journey, “we are not 

in the living moving towards the land of the dead, we are in the land of the dead moving towards the 

land of the living.”  How we respond has a lot to do with that promise of the resurrection and the life.   

When Martha saw Jesus after her brother Lazarus died, she said, “Lord, if you had been here, my broth-

er would not have died.” 

 

We too are believers, and have witnessed death in many ways.  Sometimes it is the death of a neigh-

borhood, due to crime or age.  Other times it is the death of an innocent and beloved individual.  Dis-

cipleship never meant instant healing, wealth or lives of prosperity.  Discipleship is about a joy in being 

in relationship with the Lord.  This brings a peace beyond human understanding, and with discipleship 

comes life. 

 

Martha understood that and made her profession of faith and her love for Jesus known.  You and I 

need to do affirm our faith in Jesus as the resurrection and the life.  When we realize, he satisfies our 

thirst, he opens our eyes and he calls us out of death, the tomb a disciple who freely makes known to 

all what the Father does for us each day. 

 

As John Craghan wrote:  The Eucharist also plays a significant role here, as it dwells on the dying of Je-

sus in order to encourage the living of his message.  The Eucharist takes the scene in the Upper Room 

and makes it a model for daily living.  The Eucharist refuses to accept an ego centric symbol of heaven 

by imposing a communal symbol of earth:  bread and wine that become the Body and Blood of Jesus 

Christ, so that by Grace we might live out the dying and rising of Jesus.  Then this death that Jesus walks 

us through becomes our Christian lifestyle of following our Lord faithfully each day.

Quilting For Those In Need 

Our Quilt Show here at  St. Joseph Parish/

Gathering Area is April 1-2nd during Mass 

times.  We are a group of about 15 ladies 

and a couple of guys.  We turn out about 

200+ quilts in a year.  This year so far we 

are at a count of 259.  Each quilt takes 

about 6 yards of fabric plus a middle filler 

and lots of spools of thread. You might 

wonder where all this fabric comes from 

and where do the finished quilts go when 

they are done.  Fabric is either purchased 

in April from the Textile Center Garage 

Sale held each year at the U of M Reuse 

Warehouse (check out the web sight) for 

2.00 per yard or fabrics are donated to us 

from individuals.  Most of us meet at 

church on Tuesday mornings, while some 

just work from home.  If you wish to help 

we can also make drop offs of supplies 

and pick up work done from your home 

as needed.  Everyone works on a different 

step in creating the quilts and it's amazing 

to see how beautiful they all turn out.  

Then we box up the quilts and make our 

deliveries throughout the summer.  We  

donate to Catholic Charities and the 

Adoption Program in our Dioceses.  Then 

to the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, the    

Women's Resource Center in Owatonna 

and the Clothesline during extreme cold 

days.  Last year 73 went to the Missions for 

Africa and South America through our   

Dioceses donations.  We also send much 

to the Sacred Heart Haiti Missions out of 

Rochester (check out the Facebook page 

and the videos).  All of our donations are 

to Catholic run organizations.  In Haiti we 

send to the orphanage run by the Sisters 

of St. Theresa of Calcutta.  There are over 

600 orphans there left alone by the storms 

that took many.  For this orphanage we 

sew warm climate quilts, sleep mats and 

book bags for the kids, as well as larger 

quilts and food storage bags for the family 

houses.  Upholstery fabric sewn bags help 

to keep the mice out of the rice and 

beans.  We all very much enjoy the work 

that we are doing in sewing the quilts and 

other needed items.  We also appreciate 

any donations to help us continue the 

much needed work for those in need.

Buzzword of the week: “Unsolicited” 

  We’ve all been on the receiving end of unsolicited parenting advice at some point. How do you 

typically react? Maybe you’ve felt anger or annoyance toward the person who was offering un-

wanted parenting tips. Maybe you’ve judged them for not understanding your situation or not un-

derstanding that you didn’t want their advice. Maybe you’ve vented to your spouse, family or 

friends about how rude it seemed to you.  The next time someone offers you parenting advice that 

you didn’t directly ask for, pause and consider how Christ wants you to respond.  Instead of annoy-

ance, remember that the person giving the advice probably has honorable intentions and is just 

trying to help you and your children. Instead of crabbing to your spouse or friends about what 

someone said to you, pray for the grace to refrain from negative venting.  And although it may be 

difficult, listen politely to unsolicited advice and store it in your memory.  There may come a time 

when you find that particular piece of advice relevant to a child or situation.  Lord, grant us the 

strength to see the goodness in others and to in turn bring out the best in ourselves.
